News:- 
Brick kilns have become extremely prevalent in Nepal, numbering over 700 nationwide, and 124 within the Kathmandu Valley according to the survey done in 2008.  Each brick kiln employs a transient workforce of between 400-500 worker and 40 to 50 children. 
 Most of these workers were displaced by the internal conflict, natural disaster and landless people. These displaced people are working in the Bricks kiln, because there is no specific need for skill and education, just a strong back and the ability to work from sun up to sun down.
Extreme poverty has left them without access to either education or health care. Wages are based on the number of bricks made or carried. 1000 bricks made = 150 rupees ($US 2.30) and 1000 bricks carried = 50 rupees ($US 0.77).The hazardous work, long hours, low pay and unsanitary living conditions combine to pose very serious health threats to the workers. 
They work in dust and pollution and due to it lot of worker have been affected from various diseases, eye problem, ear infection and back pain.  Some problems are checkable/ curable and some of them are very serious. CDO has created a number of programs based on providing health care and both informal and formal education to brick kiln workers and their children.
